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10 Tips to help you make your
readings come alive:

10.

Set aside time to prepare. Never read a piece “cold’.

Write out what it is you are trying to convey. Decide on the
basic emotion of your piece.

Go through the piece and select words you want to
emphasize. Mark them on your “script’.

Print out what you are going to read in a font size LARGER
than you need (even with glasses!).

As you rehearse think of your audience as a collection of
friends. You are going to SHARE something with them.
Write down what that is.

Scope out the room before you read.
The mic is your friend! It is there to give your voice power.

Make eye contact with your audience. This is difficult but it
is one of the most powerful ways to make your reading
come alive.

Use gestures sparingly. But do use some. Standing like a
statue deadens your reading.

Wear comfortable shoes and non-distracting clothes
(unless you want to make a statement!). Don’t fiddle with
your hair or jewelry when reading. (keep jewelry to a
minimum)
